A personal adventure — Stewart Atkinson

Masters hockey is basically players over forty. In HK there were four categories: 40+; 45+; 50+; and 55+.

| arrived in Hong Kong on 23rd October 2009 at midday, checked into the Regal Embankment Hotel got the head down for a
couple of hours and then went off for a training session in Hong Kong Football Club as we were to play Australia the next day.
Hong Kong Football Club is situated in Happy Valley, next door to the Hong Kong race track right in the heart of HK and just a
ten minute walk from the hotel. My brother Richard flew up from Sydney and after the training session we retired to the Sports
Bar in good spirits. Dinner and a couple of beers later we went back to the hotel, probably all a bit anxious about facing
Australia the next day.

We were playing at 2.30 in the afternoon and the temperature was approx 32C. | tried not to be too psyched up for the game
and just tried to play well. 1 was very focused and was determined to give as much as | could physically and mentally. | was
playing left back. In a previous life | lived and played in Australia so | had an appreciation of how they would play. They
dominated the first half, wave after wave of attack, but it was still 0-0 at half time. We lost our keeper after 18 minutes into the
game: lan landed awkwardly saving a shot and dislocated his shoulder. The game was stopped, an ambulance was called and
Richard went off with lan to the hospital. Our second keeper didn’t travel due to a family illness so one of our outfield players
went in goal (for the record the Australians had three keepers) we had to take off lan’s goalkeeping kit to put it on our reluctant
new keeper who was about to face a short corner.

Unbeknownst to us at the time, the Australian management and Captain decided to hit the corner wide on purpose as they felt it
would be unfair to take advantage of the situation. Probably the most sporting gesture | have come across. We held out until the
55th minute when they scored from open play. The Australians scored from a short corner approx 63 minutes in and again from
another short corner after the final whistle went. After the game they clapped us off the pitch for our effort and awarded our
captain a Best and Fairest trophy in recognition for the huge effort the whole team had put in. | personally was delighted with my




own performance and we retired to the bar after an extensive warm down. We had great crack with the Aussies and | even met
one guy who played for my old club in Sydney (Moorebank Liverpool). We weren't at the club at the same time but knew heaps
of people in common.

The next day, we played Scotland and Richard was officially promoted to water boy. We had beaten them in the home nations
tournament in Porsmouth that August. We had overextended ourselves the previous day while it was Scotland’s first game. We
lost 3-0 which was disappointing.

Next day for our New Zealand game we borrowed a keeper — Tommo - who was there to umpire. | played left half but New
Zealand were very fit, direct and had a couple of lethal finishers we lost 3-0.

England were up the next day and | was left half again. We were 1-0 down after ten minutes but equalised in the second half.
We had a second goal disallowed with 12 minutes to go. It would have been a very interesting 12 minutes if the goal had been
allowed stand. They scored a second with five minutes to go and another one at the death when we were chasing the game for
a draw.

We had our first day off the next day and we all hit the town that night, most of us not arriving home till the sun was up. Next day
we recovered and did a bit of shopping. Richard was promoted to Director of rehydration.

We then played Hong Kong where we registered our first win: 3-2. The winning goal was scored by Michael who rounded their
keeper and thumped the ball into the corner from an acute angle. What a sweet sound the ball made ricocheting off the side and
back boards.

Our final game was against Singapore which we won 1-0. So we came, | think, a respectful fifth out of seven. To put this into
context the Australians have 4000 registered vets and have a club vets tournament where the interprovincial team is picked. At
the interprovincial tournament the national team is picked. The Irish squad was picked from 38 players.

For me personally | can’t speak highly enough of my teammates or the camaraderie amongst the other visiting teams. Much of
the goodwill came from the fact that we made the effort to go to the tournament in Hong Kong and it was the first Masters World
Cup that the Irish masters had attended. The facilities in Hong Kong were amazing and a huge amount of credit must go to the
Hong Kong Hockey Association for running a successful and enjoyable tournament. | must also mention Ted Jones from
Western Australia who came up with the idea of international vets hockey in 1973 and made it happen. | thanked Ted personally
at the presentation night and his reply to me was "You're welcome young man”: believe me | don’t get called that too often!. Also
a huge thanks to Andy Nye, Colm O Hare, Jamie Nichols and Mark Murray for organising the masters team / training sessions /
hockey gear (thanks Jamie Aiken) / and the masters tournament in Hong Kong itself.

The amount of horse trading that was involved in swapping sports gear at the last game was amazing. As an Australian player
succinctly summarised, if | arrived home to my club in my Australia Masters gear | would get slaughtered by my club mates but |
can turn up in Irish or Scottish gear no problem. Finally, in what will probably be the most surprising aspect of the tournament is
that after playing six games, losing 4 and winning 2, | didn’t receive one card, in fact no one in our team received one card.

Why | think Masters hockey is important

If a decent player of 36/37 is thinking of retiring, he might consider continuing playing if there is a chance he might make the Irish
Masters team. If he doesn't retire from hockey then that person’s club retains an experienced hockey player who will continue
playing and more importantly pass his knowledge of the game, probably over 20 years playing experience, onto the young
players in a positive and constructive way. To me personally | always get a kick out of helping a younger player progress. At the
start of the season | might have in my opinion been a better player but at the end of the season the younger player will have
progressed sufficiently to move up a team. | won't say they wouldn’t have done this anyway but | think it nice to think that you
may have helped them become a better player.
