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	GOAL KEEPER GEAR
POLICY
	



The Club will on a discretionary and reimbursement basis contribute 2/3rds towards the cost of purchasing goal keeping gear while the player will pay 1/3rd on the following basis; 
1) The Goalkeeper approaches the Club Captain (or Junior Manager in the case of a member of the Junior Section) with a request for a contribution towards new goal keeping gear. 
2) The Club Captain/Junior Manager assesses the need for new equipment and for the requested new equipment. The requested goal keeping gear should be commensurate with the playing level of the Goalkeeper. Goal keepers are, depending on playing level, reasonably expected to look for sponsors. 
3) Based on the Club Captain’s/Junior Manager’s assessment, the Goalkeeper secures at least two competitive quotations from suppliers for the goal keeping gear required. 
4) The Goalkeeper provides the quotations to their Club Captain who presents a vetted and endorsed request based on the most competitive quote to the Executive Committee for consideration. In the case of a member of the Junior Section, the Junior Manager presents the proposal and agreement (the agreement having been signed by the goal keeper’s parent/guardian) to the Junior Liaison Officer who presents it to the Executive Committee for consideration. 
5) If the Club decide to contribute towards the cost of new goal keeping gear, the old gear has to be passed on to another goalkeeper in the Club. 
6) Should the Goalkeeper decide to leave the Club, the Goalkeeper will not be released from the Club unless, the goal keeping gear is returned to the Club or the Club’s contribution is reimbursed or the Club considers the goal keeping gear reasonably worn.
